Homework 
Reading will be taught twice a week, either on a Monday/Thursday or Tuesday/Friday and will be accompanied by a book detective task to complete at home.  The book detective tasks can be found near the front of the homework diaries if pupils need a reminder of what to do.  Please take time to talk to your child about the task and support them in completing it to the best of their ability.
Spelling activities will be completed in class on Wednesdays, pupils will then copy the words into their jotter to continue learning at home.  
Additional homework such as Maths or Topic will usually be issued/returned on a Monday. Please note this will not be every week as we will set homework to match class work.  
Gym
The children require a gym kit on Wednesdays and Fridays.  It should consist of dark shorts, a white t-shirt and gym shoes.  On Wednesdays this term, we will focus on fitness and participate in a variety of exercises and circuits.  On Fridays Mrs Muir will focus on ball skills.
Maths 

We will be learning about the properties of 2D and 3D shape. We will learn the names and properties of a range regular and irregular shapes. We will use the information we know about a shape to categorise it. We will be learning to measure angles, using this knowledge to develop our understanding of symmetry and pattern.
In our number work we will focus on place value, ordering and sequencing numbers to 100,000. We will also develop our estimation and rounding skills to help check our answers.  
Topic 
This term we will begin a study of Space.   We will research features of our solar system and form an understanding of the size, scale, time and motion within our galaxy. We learn about the history of space exploration and explore key moments from the “space race”. We will discover key features of the Earth’s surface, comparing their characteristics and uses.
Literacy 
In literacy we will be learning to develop our understanding of text through a range of questioning skills. We will have the opportunity to read for enjoyment in class and discuss this with others.
In writing we will focus on imaginative writing.  Pupils will be encouraged to share their ideas, plan and write stories on a weekly basis.  This term we will discuss and agree targets for improvement.  Pupils will be supported and encouraged to work towards meeting them.
We will work on developing the correct use of punctuation such as speech marks, apostrophes and commas. We will also develop our grammatical understanding of literacy devices such as simile and metaphor.
We will improve the presentation of our work through regular opportunities to develop our handwriting skills.

We will continue to practise French conversational language skills daily. Mrs Ruxton will further develop our French speaking and listening skills on Tuesdays.
Learning Celebration Books – Pupils will be encouraged to take responsibility for updating their learning celebration books regularly.  They will then be sent home to share and celebrate with you.
