Golden Time


P.E
This term we will continue to have P.E on Wednesdays and Fridays.  We hope to use the gym hall for part of our P.E slots this term along with some outdoor P.E.  Pupils should continue to have suitable clothing for outdoor P.E on both days.
Homework 
Reading will continue to be taught twice a week, either on a Monday/Thursday or Tuesday/Friday and will be accompanied by a book detective task to be complete at home.  The book detective task explanations can be found near the front of the homework diaries if pupils need a reminder of what to do.  Please continue to talk to your child about the task and support them in completing it to the best of their ability.  
Spelling activities will be completed in class on Wednesdays, pupils will then copy the words into their yellow spelling jotter to continue learning at home.  
Additional homework such as Maths and Big Talk will be issued this term. As much as possible, homework will be set on Google classroom and pupils will be encouraged to write the task and due date in their homework diaries.
Homework Diaries

Pupils should ensure they have their diary with them in school every day.  
At the end of each term, we will complete an “Effort, Attitude and Behaviour” report page in the homework diary.  You will receive this by Monday 20th December for term 2.  Once you have received this, we would again be grateful if you could discuss this with your child and both add a comment in the appropriate box. 
Learning Celebration Books 
Pupils will be encouraged to take responsibility for updating their learning celebration books regularly.

Learning celebration books will be sent home for pupils to share and celebrate with you.  We would be grateful if you could comment in the jotter when you have read and discussed it with your child.  
Maths 

We will be learning about the properties of 2D and 3D shapes.  Through practical activities, pupils will develop their understanding of the relationship between 3D objects and their nets. 
We will also revise addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division strategies and apply them to problem solving activities.
It would be helpful if some pupils continued this revision at home by spending time building quick recall of multiplication facts.  A list of the multiplication tables can be found on page 10 in homework diaries.  
Topic 
Initially this term, we will continue our topic on World War Two.  Pupils will work independently, and with others, to find out more about what it was like to live in Britain during the war.  We will learn more about the role of women during the war, The Blitz and find out about life immediately after the war.
Topic jotters will be sent home later in the term for pupils to share their learning with you. 
As part of our festive activities, we will be making gifts for loved ones.  This will involve learning to or developing sewing skills and doing some baking.  Some pupils wish to keep this as a surprise, but they will require a pair of socks to make their gift so I would be grateful if you could support this activity by providing a pair of socks.  A new pair of socks is preferred; however, a used pair will work just as well.  

Literacy 
In literacy we will be learning to develop our understanding of text through a range of questioning skills. We will have the opportunity to read for enjoyment in class and discuss this with others.  
In writing we will focus on both imaginative writing and functional writing.  We will continue to work on adding description to our imaginative stories and varying how we start our sentences.  Towards to the end of the term we will look at different styles of poetry and write our own poems.
We will continue to work on developing the correct use of punctuation such as speech marks, apostrophes, and commas. We will also improve the presentation of our work through regular opportunities to develop our handwriting skills.
Miss Ruxton will further develop our Spanish and French speaking and listening skills on Mondays.
